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You Wanted to Know 
 
Is Crime Stoppers Really Anonymous? 
This is probably one of the most frequently 
asked questions of Crime Stoppers and the 
answer is always the same. “Yes. All calls to 
Crime Stoppers are 100% anonymous.” This 
means that when you call Crime Stoppers, you 
never have to give your name or any personal 
information about yourself. And the program 
does not subscribe to call display. 
 
Each caller is given a unique, confidential code 
number which acts like the caller’s name when 
they call into the program and because 
anonymity is so important to Crime Stoppers, the 
program cautions callers against telling anyone 
that they’ve called the program (because once 
that information leaves someone’s mouth, they  
have no control over what happens to it). This 
helps to ensure that a caller’s identity remains 
unknown, will never be revealed to the program 
or anyone else. So if you have information and 
want to remain anonymous, call Crime Stoppers at
